For example, a barbershop may want to pass out combs, a supermarket may want to pass out sample 
size bags of potato chips, a pizza house may want to hand out prepackaged pepperoni’s labeled with the business 
name and telephone number.  We are aiming to be creative and spark enthusiasm from both participants and on-
lookers.   

Is there a cost to participate?

Additionally, you are gaining community exposure and valuable marketing 
benefits (promotional materials, sign) valued at approximately $250! For free.
